I will also care for
the facilities of the Epworth Center.

I grant and convey to the Epworth Center all right, title and interest in any and all
photographic images taken by Epworth Center staff during participation in SOWER.

If I break this covenant, my family will be notified. If disciplinary action would need to be
taken, and I was to be sent home, it will be at my own expense.
